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English Grammar is a basic compulsory course for English majors in the second semester. It
provides the students a systematic study of the structural system of the English language through
three main levels — the lexical level , syntactic level and discourse level. In the lexical part,
difficult parts of speech mentioned in the middle school are summarized and emphases are put on
determiners, adjectives, adverbs, prepositions, number forms of nouns, verbs (including auxiliaries,
voices and modes, non-finite verbs, etc.), and subject-verb concord. In the syntactic level, after a
brief introduction of types and functions of sentences, many new grammatical terms are studied as
follows: coordination & subordination, modification, substitution & ellipsis, postponement,
fronting and inversion. The discourse level, in fact, is beyond the study of grammar, for the
sentence is usually described as the highest rank of grammatical units. However, the purpose of
learning grammar is to know the application of grammar in the context. Therefore, in this part,
besides the introduction to the definition and structure of the discourse or text, more analysis and
practice are put on logical connectors, methods and techniques in connecting sentences into texts.

The objective of this course is to enable the students to have a systematic understanding of
the English grammar through lectures, discussions and practice in order that they can express
more exactly and appropriately in both speaking and writing so as to lay good foundations for

their further study of listening, speaking, reading, writing and translating.

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This course is designed for the sophomore English majors. Through this course the students

are required to master the following contents: 1) word devices, sentence devices, paragraph
devices and discourse devices; 2) lexical stylistic devices, syntactical stylistic devices and
phonetic stylistic devices, which include roughly 20 categories; 3) the application of rhetorical
devices. This course includes the basic and systematic knowledge of English rhetoric. The
students are expected to master the definition, structure and function of 20 categories of rhetorical
devices.

This course is designed for the sophomores of the English department. Through this course
the students are required to master the following contents: 1) the basic concepts of lexicology,
etymology, morphology and word formation; 2) semantic features, semantic motivation, semantic
change and semantic classification; 3) the application of words in sentences and discourses. This
course aims at helping the students know the basic property of English vocabulary, its formation
and development, especially the semantic features and pragmatic features in specific contexts so
that the students’ ability to use the language is improved. Through lexicology, the students get a
preliminary knowledge of the property and rules of words, the relationship between words and the
relationship between types of words and thus increase their sensitivity to linguistic phenomena.
Their comprehensive skills in language and communicative ability are consequently improved. In
general, this course is intended to enrich the students’ linguistic knowledge and lay a foundation

for the improvement of linguistic competence and research capacity.
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This is a course concerned with important aspects of British society and culture, including
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HIM

history, society, religion, politics, education, the character of people, life, welfare system, mass
media and sports. Its teaching objectives are the following: 1.to equip students with necessary
background knowledge for language learning by introducing the knowledge of British society and
interpreting British traditional values, culture and the character of people. Their learning of the
courses on reading and listening will thus be facilitated. The efficiency of their self-learning will
also be enhanced with a deeper understanding of the culture and values behind news, events, TV
shows , literature and art. 2. To develop students’ critical thinking with the analysis of social
problems and cultural phenomena. They will consequently have a correct understanding of the
influence of British history and tradition on its modern society. 3. To help students to enhance the
sensitivity and tolerance of a different culture, develop an international vision and awareness of
multiculture , and promote the ability of cross-cultural communication. 4. To enhance students’

English reading, speaking and writing with authentic language material.
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This course is designed for the sophomores of English department. Through this course the
students are required to master the following contents. They are required to obtain a broad knowledge
base of the Olympian Gods and other deities, the stories of love and adventure. The stories in Greek
and Roman mythology are closely related to world famous paintings, literary works and some terms of

people and events are kept in English and they are a reflection of cultural information.
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How to Grow Old by Bertrand Russell
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As 1 See It by Bernard Shaw
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Once More to the Lake by E. B. White
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On the Thruways by John Steinbeck
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Portrait of an Actress by Virginia Woolf
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Following Reading I and Reading II, this course aims to strengthen reading skills and
methods by reading an abundance of prose in the English original while stressing the
independence of the readers and effectiveness of reading. Special focus is on the characteristics of
different themes for different reading purposes, and different reading methods will be used to
further improve the quality and quantity of reading classical English works and improve reading
comprehension. This practice emphasizes to reinforce the reading ability by reading a large
number of classical English reading material and improve students independent-reading capacity

and effective methods to further enhance the cultural and moral qualities.
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Listening Practice (2) is the practical period in basic teaching which lasts for one week. With
teachers’ guidance, students are required to listen to at least five classical movie clips, TED speeches,
passages and VOA standard news involving politics, economics, culture, science and humanities.

As the complement of in-class English Listening, this course can not only help students to
form good habit of listening with a sensitive ear for English language, but also help them widen
their knowledge scope and improve their ability to reason, paving the way for their future career

and communication abroad.
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Students are required to study 4 quality textbooks compiled in accordance with the national
teaching syllabus for English majors. The textbooks contain texts with diverse subjects and styles
and various exercises. Through text-learning and exercise-practising, students may be able to enlarge
their vocabulary and improve their reading comprehension, and have a good command of English.

The teaching goal of the course is to enable students to acquire the basic knowledge of
English and to improve their comprehensive language skills so that they will be able to meet the

national requirements of level 4 for English majors.
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Students are supposed to read 16 English books or excerpts, including medicine, anatomy,
geology, economics, philosophy, physics, biology, astronomy, biochemistry, law, morality, trade,
psychology, and biography, with the aim of introducing their style. Meanwhile, some new social
sciences materials and ancient literary works will also be used for reading. Contemporary College
English Companion Reader (4) will continue being used as additional teaching material in class.

An abundance of in-class discussions and presentations will be used.
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English Listening is designed to enhance students’ abilities to understand, analyze,
summarize, and memorize the sound signals of English. Such abilities are an embodiment of
proficiency in pronunciation, vocabulary, grammar, reading, translation and even the speed of
reflexes, as well as common knowledge and professional know-how. This course provides a point
of departure for L2 acquisition, and is fundamental to the development of English proficiency in
many respects.

A learner-centered dimension can help students to build a solid foundation in listening and
speaking skills. The teacher should emphasize the importance of intensive listening, and in the
meantime, encourage students to practice extensive listening outside the classroom. The teacher
should also utilize a variety of in-class activities, for instance recitation, paraphrasing, discussion,
and role-playing, in order to maximize learning effectiveness.

Upon completion of the course, students will:

1. improve their phonemic distinction skills, and have a better understanding of the role of
stress, rhythm, and intonation, etc. in listening comprehension.

2. be able to adopt a flexible range of listening strategies (both bottom-up and top-down

processing skills) before listening, while listening, and after listening, and enhance their over-all

language competence by integrating productive linguistic skills (speaking and writing) with
receptive skills (listening and reading).

3. progress from the novice and intermediate level to the advanced level, and be able to
acquire first-hand information through accessing real-world audio-visual material on the radio,

television, and the World Wide Web.
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Public Speaking and Debating Skills in English (2) is a compulsory course for sophomores.
Through systematic training, this course aims to prepare students for basic conception and skills of
English debating, help them have a good command of language and culture, enhance their ability
in critical thinking, communicating, English debating and psychological endurance.

Specifically this course provides students with a philosophy of debate; fundamentals of
debate, organization and delivery for Public Speaking in debating, Debate Formats, basic strategy
and skills in argumentation, decision making and strategy of a debate, logic fallacies (including
paradoxes of debating), argument and argumentation in debating, refutation and rejoinder in

debating, stasis and structure in debating, team and debaters, critical thinking, note taking and
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flowing, tournaments and judges.
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This is a course concerned with important aspects of American society and culture, including
immigration, Westward Movement, religion, the character of people, politics, parties and elections,
education, entertainment and sports. Its teaching objectives are the following: 1.to equip students
with necessary background knowledge for language learning by introducing the knowledge of
American society and interpreting American traditional values, culture and the character of people.
Their learning of the courses on reading and listening will thus be facilitated. The efficiency of
their self-learning will also be enhanced with a deeper understanding of the culture and values
behind news, events, films or TV shows. 2. To develop students’ critical thinking with the analysis
of American social problems and cultural phenomena. They will consequently have a correct
understanding of American society. 3. To help students to enhance the sensitivity and tolerance of
a different culture, develop an international vision and awareness of multiculture, and promote the
ability of cross-cultural communication. 4. To enhance students’ English reading, speaking and

writing with authentic language material.
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The listening part of the new Test for English Majors (TEM4) consists of dictation, talk and
conversations. It requires the students to dictate a short passage, provide missing information for
the outline of a talk, choose correct answers for questions asked after listening to two
conversations. The listening part requires students to have a good listening skill and
information-processing ability. The improvement of listening lies in practice. The purpose of this
course is to cultivate students’ interest in listening and teaching relevant listening skills. The

course will assign listening tasks to help students get through the relevant examination.
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The reading part of the new Test for English Majors (TEM4) consists of reading
comprehension and answering questions. It requires the students to understand much more
difficult reading materials. This is rather challenging. The part of answering questions poses even
a greater challenge for students. This course aims to help students better cope with the new

challenges involved in TEM4 and get them through the exam with great ease.
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The new Test for English Majors (TEM4) requires the students to write a composition of
about 200 words according to the given title, chart or reading material. The composition should be
content-related, enriched, fluent and appropriate in both word choice and expression. The writing
part is a propositional composition, the genre of which mainly belongs to the exposition and
argumentation or narration. The writing part is to test the students’ basic writing ability. Changes
in the requirements of the test force students to strengthen the input part. The improvement of
writing lies in practice. Practice is the only effective way to improve writing ability. The purpose
of this course is to cultivate students’ interest in writing, help students appreciate articles from the
perspective of writing, teach basic writing skills, and provide the students essays, paragraphs and
sentences to recite. The course will assign written tasks from easy to difficult to help students get

through the relevant examination.

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Contrastive Analysis of English and Chinese is a cross language and cross culture research
which involves English and Chinese grammatical features, rhetoric, performance, style, translation
methods, writing skills, thinking mode and related social and cultural factors. This course
discusses the importance of contrastive analysis of English and Chinese, the language, culture and
the research methods of contrastive study of English and Chinese, and then chooses several
significant topics related to English and Chinese language and culture with the combination of
macro and micro methods. Students are required to improve their basic language ability of both
English and Chinese with a larger an increased vocabulary. The course is aimed at cultivating and
enhancing students’ ability of self-adjustability, observation, judgment, analysis, reasoning,
verification and logical thinking in language expression process. It also cultivates the students’
ability of bilingual skills and practical English and at the same time expands students’ language

and cultural background knowledge.
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Language is a component of culture. The evolution, use and expression of language are
bound to be affected by the cultural environment and constraints. The process of translation
teaching and research should not only be a study of the simple transformation of language, but
also the process of the study of the factors in the cultural structure. If the translator neglected the
social and cultural background of the language, the multiple meanings the same words could have
in a cross-cultural environment, or the similar meaning the different words could be endowed with,
he would not be able to achieve the so-called loyalty to the source text. This course analyze and
compare the different cultural psychology, cultural concepts and cultural customs of English and
Chinese, focuses on the relationship between culture and translation, so as to cultivate students’
cultural awareness.

VOA news, you get familiar with the writing features and discourse style and grasp the common
economic and trade terms in English expression. You can understand the current world economic
situation and improve business writing and oral English through this course.

This tutorial for each unit includes reading skill and corresponding practice, four of the
classics reading, so that students have a good understanding of economic article genre, style,
language and vocabulary .VOA news topics cover: tax cuts, the United States economy, European
economy, Japanese economy, Asia-Pacific economy, middle east economy, American economy,
Africa economic and international organizations of nine topics, allowing you to have a clear and
comprehensive understanding of the global financial information, keeping up with the pace of

economic development in the world.
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Listening Practice (3 ) is the practical period in basic teaching which lasts for one week.
With teachers’ guidance, students are required to listen to at least five classical movie clips, talks,
passages and TEM-4 simulated listening tests involving politics, economics, culture, science and
humanities.

As the complement of in-class English Listening, this course can not only help students to
form good habit of listening with sensitive ear for English listening, but also help them widen their
knowledge scope and improve their ability to reason, paving the way for TEM-4 tests, for their

future career and communication abroad.
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This course is designed as a compulsory practice for English majors in the second year. It
aims at helping the students about the following.. First of all the students are expected to know the
about the different modes of thinking between English people and Chinese people.. Second,
students are required to know about the ways in which English essays are developed. Third,
students are expected to know the types of errors in writing and ways of correction. Lastly, the
skills of topic sentence are required in essay writing.

The students are supposed to finish the task for each week under the guidance of the teacher.

They are also supposed to keep journals every day. They are supposed to hand in at least 40

journals .
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This course intends to improve students’ capacity for independent academic research on a

given topic and to reinforce their understanding of English as well as Chinese. They are required
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to collect inappropriate translation of public signs in Beijing and place these instances of
translation in specific categories. Having done the classification, students are expected to extract
the basic error pattern of each category so as to offer guidance for their translation practice and

preparation for their third-year translation courses.
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This practice course, in accordance with the Culture and Translation theory course, carries
out cultural translation practice research and help students write term papers. Language is a
component of culture. The evolution, use and expression of language are bound to be affected by
the cultural environment and constraints. The process of translation teaching and research should
not only be a study of the simple transformation of language, but also the process of the study of
the factors in the cultural structure. If the translator neglects the social and cultural background of
the language, the multiple meanings the same words can have in a cross-cultural environment, or
the similar meaning the different words could be endowed with, they would not be able to achieve
the so-called loyalty to the source text. The students’ papers should analyze and compare the
different cultural psychology modes, cultural concepts and cultural customs of English and
Chinese and focus on the relationship between culture and translation, so as to cultivate students’
cultural awareness. The course focuses on the comparison and analysis of the different cultural
background, ways of thinking and language usage habits in the process of translation, aiming to

improve the students’ cultural accomplishment, and pave the way for the upcoming translation

courses.
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Advanced English, designed to develop advanced English skills, is a series of obligatory
courses for English majors in their 5th-7th terms. It focuses on reading strategies and abilities,
particularly deep comprehension of difficult reading materials. Based on intensive reading, this
course is supposed to help students to enrich their cultural background knowledge, enlarge the
stock of vocabulary and general world knowledge. It trains the capacity for discourse analysis as
well as reading techniques such as anticipation, scanning, skimming, contextualized inferring. In
the analysis of reading passages, rhetoric devices will be discussed on the level of phonetics,
semantics and syntax where students are assisted to fully understand the text, the tone and the
genre. In the meantime, there will be practices in paraphrasing, translating and writing. On a
whole, this course will help improve language skills, broaden the vision, read critically and

enhance cross-cultural communication.
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English Literature (1) covers English literature during the periods of the Middle Ages, the
Renaissance, 17th century, 18th century, the Romantic period, Victorian era to Critical Realism,
and is inclusive of major writers during each period and their representative literary works. It is a
course designed for both the understanding of literary history and literary texts. It introduces the
important literary schools and their features and gives the students the ability of close reading.
This course is mainly in the form of lecture, combined with classroom discussion. Upon
completion of the course, the students should understand the context of the development of
English literature history and its major literary schools, know literary genres, understand the basic
elements of poetry, novel and drama, have learnt the basic techniques to appreciate literary texts
and be able to understand the representative works of the major writers in each period, have

certain literary appreciation writing skills, and have a basic knowledge of western culture.
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The Theory and Practice of Translation is a professional compulsory course for English
majors, lasting three semesters (from the 5™ to 7", It aims to improve the students’ translating
skill through a brief introduction to basic translation theories and techniques, basic translation
technology, and by comprehensive practice from English to Chinese and vice versa so as to
prepare the students for their independent translation work in different fields including economy,
culture, journalism, tourism, military etc.

It is divided into three parts respectively in the three semesters. The first part is focused on
translation from English to Chinese and the second from Chinese to English, both including basic
theories, contrasts between the two languages and general translation methods and techniques
from the lexical level, the sentence level, the paragraph level to the passage level. The third part is
an advanced study of translation, covering literature review of famous theories by both western
and Chinese scholars, introduction to basic translation technology and advanced translation
practice. Therefore, the three-semester translation course is designed to improve the students’
translating skill comprehensively through lectures, seminars, translation workshops together with
the field practice in order to help them lay good foundations for their future translation studies and

work in different areas.
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Basics of Interpreting is a practical course for English majors, which requires both an
advanced level of English learning and basic knowledge of other relative fields, such as politics,
economy, tourism, etc. The students are required to learn basic interpreting skills and develop
cross-cultural awareness as well as communication capabilities throughout this course. It covers
basic theories, listening comprehension, short-term memory, summary, note-taking, cross-cultural
awareness, interpreting figures, coping tactics by using a variety of texts and videos both from the
textbook and the Internet, and plenty of in-class and off-class practices and exercises are involved
to help develop the students’ bi-lingual competence. After learning this course with adequate
practice, the students are expected to be able to interpret for casual meetings, business negotiations,
sight-seeing, etc. This course also prepares the students for courses of Interpreting Practice and

Advanced Interpreting in the year to come.
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The curriculum for German is a second foreign courses, it starts from scratch. First it teaches
German pronunciation rules, so that the students can understand German pronunciation and the
different points between German and English, it is good for students to crack pronunciation
difficulties, so that the students can master the German pronunciation and intonation skills, to lay
a good foundation for the future learning of German. And the pronunciation will continue to be
perfect in the future German learning. In addition, there is explanation and learning of basic
syntax and everyday language. The Grammar mainly involves (of German) Nominativ, Akkusativ
und Dativ, die Konjugation der Verben, der Imperativ, Possessivpronomen, Modalverben,
Trennbare Verben, Grundzahlen, Ordnungszahlen, Negation, Prdpositionen mit dem Dativ und
dem Akkusativ, Deklination des Adjektivs nach dem bestimmten Artikel usw. The main Themes are
Meeting, college life, family, diet, residence and so on. This course German (1) enables students
to apply learned knowledge of the German language to write simple sentences, to understand
classroom language, to learn the most basic everyday terms, to answer the teachers ' questions
posed by the text in German, to reach the Level I of the German syllabus at the University level.
Through the German (2) can the students write out the not very complex sentence structure,
make phrases into segments, be able to understand main content of listening materials, that are
similar to the texts and in the listening materials there are no strange words. The students can

reach the Level II of the German syllabus at the University level.
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Japanese (1) is a compulsory second foreign language course for English major students. In
this elementary course designed for beginners who have no prior knowledge of Japanese, students
will start learning pronunciation rules and methods from scratch. The main aim of the courses is to
improve students’ pronunciation and intonation, with emphasis on correcting pronunciation errors
due to Chinese and English speech rule interference. On the basis of that, students will develop
oral and aural proficiency for survival and classroom communication. At the same time, students
are expected to master Japanese writing systems (hiragana, katakana, and kanji) for rudimentary
reading and writing as well as have a basic understanding of foundational Japanese grammar.
Japanese (1) grammar covers the use of nouns as attributives and predicates, the use of i-type
adjectives (keiyoshi) as attributives, predicates, and two of the stem forms of Japanese verbs: the

first continuative form (ren'yokei) and the base form. Upon successful completion of the course,
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This is a second foreign language course. It starts from zero basis. First it teaches Spanish
pronunciation rules, so that the students can understand Spanish pronunciation and the differences
between Spanish and English, and lay good foundation for future learning of Spanish. And the
pronunciation will continue to be perfect in future Spanish learning. In addition, basic syntax is
instructed and everyday language will be practiced frequently. Basic grammar mainly involves
concordancia de género y numero, presente de indicativo, imperativo, pretérito perfecto, pretérito
simple. The major topics cover meeting, family, college life, professions, shopping situation, diet,
residence and so on.This course Spanish (1) enables students to apply their knowledge of Spanish
language to simple sentence writing, to understand classroom language, to learn the most basic terms,
to answer the teachers’ questions in Spanish, to reach the Level Al of the Diplomas of Spanish as a
Foreign Language examination. Through Spanish (2) the students should be able to write the less
complex sentence structure, combine phrases into sentences, understand main content of listening
materials, and be similar with the texts and the listening materials. The students should reach the

Level A2 of the Diplomas of Spanish as a Foreign Language examination (DELE).

An Introduction to Second Language Acquisition is an elective course for senior English majors.
Based on systematic discussion on learners’ acquisition of the target language, this course aims to
prepare senior students for forming their own teaching approach with researches on the nature and
process of second language acquisition so as to pave the way for teaching practice and SLA research.
This course introduces some fundamental concepts in the field of second language
acquisition, describe and explain the process of L2/L3 learning, addressing factors affecting L2
acquisition. Specifically, it provides students with: 1) fundamental SLA concepts; 2) declarative
knowledge about the nature of learner language; 3) declarative knowledge about interlanguage at
social, discourse, psycholinguistic and linguistic perspective; 4) individual differences in L2

acquisition; 5) multiple perspectives in SLA.
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As a selective course for English majors, English Stylistics covers the basic concepts in
English stylistics and also the methodologies employed in analyzing the use of English in different
genres and styles, from the perspectives of phonology, lexicon, clause types and textual structures.
Students are exposed to English varieties, such as spoken vs. written, and British vs. American
English; genres and styles in English speeches, technical writing, advertisements, news reports
and literature.

The overall objective of the course is to help students understand the basics in English
stylistics and differentiate the distinctions in English varieties, based on which they will be able to

speak and write English properly as required in different contexts.
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Computer Aided Translation is a professional elective course designed for the English majors
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in their fifth semester, aiming to develop the students’ ability of applying the theory and practice
of computer aided translation in their future translation studies and practice and to lay a good
foundation for their academic writing.

Introducing functions of computer technology and software in the translation process, this
course covers the basic theory and practice related to computer aided translation. The main
contents include new requirements for language service staff, especially for translators in the
information era; history of translation technology, essential terms and concepts in machine
translation and computer aided translation; introduction to computer-based tools for translating
and interpreting, such as internet search engines, corpus searching tools, e-dictionaries, e-books
and other e-databases; basic application of popular software widely used in language services;

introduction to translation project management and translation quality assurance.

Students are supposed to study basic teaching concept, method and principles. Through
discussion on teaching methodology and practicing exercise students is required to adopt basic
knowledge and skills of English and the ability to teach and organize the classroom. Textbooks
compiled in accordance with the national teaching syllabus for English majors. The textbooks

contain 14units which introduce basic skills and concept of English teaching methodology.
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Language is the important carrier of culture. People have a long history of studying language,
but the study of the social function of language and other external factors were not concerned with
in the near past. Now people realize that language has at least two sets of rules: one is the
structural rules, which include pronunciation, vocabulary, grammar, etc.; the other one is the usage
rules, that is, the factors which determine whether it is appropriate to use language in this or that
way. Some perfectly grammatical words in inappropriate occasions, with wrong identity of the
speaker, or against the local social customs, are not up to the purpose of communication, and
sometimes they even cause unintended consequences. The rules of language use are in fact a
variety of factors in the culture of the language. By comparing Chinese culture and Western
culture, this course discusses the most basic and most important cultural factors involved in the
use of English, which is designed to help students understand the English culture, get familiar with

relevant cultural knowledge, and use English in a better way.
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This course systematically introduces all aspects of operation rules and international practice
based on the main business process of import and export (mainly trade in goods). It is divided into
two parts: Theory and Practices. From Theory, you can be clear about the origin and development
of international trade, master the trade policies and measures for import and export and understand
the changes as well as trend of international trade. From the practice, you can have a
comprehensive grasp of import and export process and skills, learn to solve trade problems with

the practical and legal knowledge of international trade.
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Computer Aided Translation Training is an elective practice course designed to be taken by
the third-year English-major students in their fifth semester. The training can be conducted either
in the language lab on campus or in the internship bases outside. Students are required to complete
or simulate a translation project within eight weeks on the computer-aided translation platform or
through computer-aided translation tools and software introduced in the theoretical course --- the
Computer Aided Translation. The project is involved in the whole translation procedure including
task assignment, task management, terminology management, peer-checking, post-editing, quality
assessment, etc.. At the end, an internship report is written to describe what computer technology
or tools have been used in their completion of the translation project and to analyze the advantages
and limitations as well.

The objective of the eight-week computer aided translation training is to help students further
understand what they have learned in the theoretical course mentioned above and develop their
operation skills and ability of overcoming translation difficulties by using relevant computer
technology in the information era, which is also helpful for their future translation studies and job

hunting.
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Interpreting Practice is designed for English majors to improve their practical ability in

English-Chinese interpreting. After finishing the course Basics of Interpreting, the students can
well use the interpreting skills in real practice by either being part-time interpreters for companies,

government institutions, travel agencies, etc. or finishing the practical tasks assigned by the
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teacher. In addition to interpreting, their cross-cultural awareness as well as communication
capabilities can be developed throughout their practice. After adequate practice, the students are
expected to be able to interpret for casual meetings, business negotiations, sight-seeing, etc. This

course also prepares the students for the course Advanced Interpreting in the year to come.
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English Intern Teaching is a two-week teaching practice. Students are supposed to listen to
the supervisor’s model teaching during the first week and then practice teaching on their own for
two credit hours under the instruction of the supervisor, and help to finish other teaching activities.
Such practice enable students to learn the principles of college English teaching, familiarize
teaching procedures and methods, and train students’ teaching skills. The intership exercise
students’ ability of independent working and help them to understand and obey professional ethics

and rules and enhance their sense of social responsibility.

It introduces the
important literary schools and their features and gives the students the ability of close reading.
This course is mainly in the form of lecture, combined with classroom discussion. Upon
completion of the course, the students should understand the context of the development of

English literature history and its major literary schools, know literary genres, understand the basic
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elements of poetry, novel and drama, have learnt the basic techniques to appreciate literary texts

and be able to understand the representative works of the major writers in each period, have

certain literary appreciation writing skills, have a basic knowledge of western culture.

This course is designed to go from the macro to the micro level, first introducing how to
organize an essay, followed by the means of developing an essay. Then, four basic English types
of writing style are explored: argumentative, expository, narrative, and descriptive Essays. The
next phase is probing into several methods concerning developing a sentence, categories of diction
and rhetoric. Finally introduced are punctuations and mechanics.

Objectives:

Students will be able to assess the quality of an English essay and use five methods to seek
the means of writing it. They will also know how to organize an essay, including the beginning,
body, and conclusion, with the knowledge of seven methods of developing an idea.

Also, they will have the facility to command the skills as to how to write four basic styles of
writing: argumentative, expository, narrative, and descriptive. As to the micro aspects of English
writing, they will learn five basic sentence patterns and learn how to avoid seven common
sentence errors. More specifically, they are supposed to know about some basics of diction,

rhetoric, punctuations and mechanics.

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As a general introductory course in linguistics, Introductory Linguistics explains the basics
and crucial concepts in general linguistics, together with the latest developments of linguistic
science. In this course, students are exposed to: a) basics and key concepts in general linguistics; b)
fundamentals in different linguistic branches; c) practical linguistic analysis of linguistic
phenomena; d) recent developments in linguistic theories and applications. The ultimate goal of
the course is to help students in establishing a theoretical foundation for their future studies in

linguistics, language teaching and research, and for their language-related careers.
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The curriculum for German is a second foreign courses, it starts from scratch. First it teaches
German pronunciation rules, so that the students can understand German pronunciation and the
different points between German and English, it is good for students to crack pronunciation
difficulties, so that the students can master the German pronunciation and intonation skills, to lay
a good foundation for the future learning of German. And the pronunciation will continue to be
perfect in the future German learning. In addition, there is explanation and learning of basic
syntax and everyday language. The Grammar mainly involves (of German) Nominativ, Akkusativ
und Dativ, die Konjugation der Verben, der Imperativ, Possessivpronomen, Modalverben,
Trennbare Verben, Grundzahlen, Ordnungszahlen, Negation, Prdpositionen mit dem Dativ und
dem Akkusativ, Deklination des Adjektivs nach dem bestimmten Artikel usw. The main Themes are
Meeting, college life, family, diet, residence and so on. This course German (1) enables students
to apply learned knowledge of the German language to write simple sentences, to understand
classroom language, to learn the most basic everyday terms, to answer the teachers ' questions
posed by the text in German, to reach the Level I of the German syllabus at the University level.
Through the German (2) can the students write out the not very complex sentence structure,
make phrases into segments, be able to understand main content of listening materials, that are
similar to the texts and in the listening materials there are no strange words. The students can

reach the Level II of the German syllabus at the University level.
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This is a second foreign language course. It starts from zero basis. First it teaches Spanish
pronunciation rules, so that the students can understand Spanish pronunciation and the differences
between Spanish and English, and lay good foundation for future learning of Spanish. And the
pronunciation will continue to be perfect in future Spanish learning. In addition, basic syntax is
instructed and everyday language will be practiced frequently. Basic grammar mainly involves
concordancia de género y numero, presente de indicativo, imperativo, pretérito perfecto, pretérito
simple. The major topics cover meeting, family, college life, professions, shopping situation, diet,
residence and so on.This course Spanish (1) enables students to apply their knowledge of
Spanish language to simple sentence writing, to understand classroom language, to learn the most
basic terms, to answer the teachers’ questions in Spanish, to reach the Level Al of the Diplomas
of Spanish as a Foreign Language examination. Through Spanish (2) the students should be able
to write the less complex sentence structure, combine phrases into sentences, understand main
content of listening materials, and be similar with the texts and the listening materials. The
students should reach the Level A2 of the Diplomas of Spanish as a Foreign Language

examination (DELE).
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Academic Reading and Writing is a compulsory course designed to be taken by the
third-fourth-year English-major students in preparation for their B.A. dissertation writing. As a
two-semester course, it includes two sections. Section one covers the most influential theories in
translation, literature, linguistics, second language acquisition and intercultural communication
and so on. Students are exposed to major academic readings within the above-mentioned fields.
Section two focuses on teaching students on how to write academic papers in general and how to
write their B.A. dissertations in different steps, including the selection of topics and titles,
collection of materials and the write-up of their dissertations. In the writing process, some general
writing techniques are explored, such as outline writing, literature review, abstract and conclusion
writing.

The objective of this course is to help the English undergraduates fully understand the
procedure and steps in writing academic essays and to enable them to produce qualified B.A.
dissertations through their own efforts, which is also helpful to improve their creative ability and

to become more competitive in the job market.
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With increasing contact between China and the Western world, a better understanding between
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both cultures is of growing importance. Communicating across culture is a process of making
meaning, of people understanding one another so they can get to know one another, build
relationships, and solve problems together. The course is designed to give the students a chance to

explore and change attitudes so they are better prepared to communicate with people across cultures.

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Research Methods in Applied Linguistics is an elective course for senior English majors.
Based on systematic and comprehensive discussion and training, this course aims to prepare senior
students for undertaking specific research work and solving common research questions and
problems in the field of linguistics and applied linguistics with basic knowledge of research
methodology. Based on which, they can improve their operational ability to discover, analyze and
solve problems and write up their theses.

This course can be divided into two main parts—introduction and researching. Introduction

addresses what is research and some fundamental concepts involved in the research; researching
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deals with all the important issues occurring at the different stages of research, including the
development of research questions, reading the literature, selecting research designs, a survey
study, an experimental study, a case study, basic statistics, the analysis of quantitative data and

qualitative data.

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The English Education course is a theoretic, elective course for English majors. It is designed,
according to theories of pedagogy, psycholinguistics, and applied linguistics, to focus on the
theories, core constructs, and methodology of English Education. The instructional objectives of
this course include (1) to enable the students to obtain basic knowledge on relevant theories
regarding pedagogy, psychology, linguistics and applied linguistics, (2 ) to help students
construct correct conceptions of English, English study, and English education, and to clarify the
role and identity of an English teacher, the characteristics of English learners, and the connection
between the teacher and the students, so that they are equipped with both knowledge of humanities
and a sense of social responsibility, and are able to understand and follow the professional ethics
and rules, (3) to enable the students to know about the theories and methods, history and

tendency of English educational practice, so that they are qualified in future tasks of English
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vocabulary, grammar, listening and speaking, reading, and writing.
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This course of English Movie Appreciation is intended to get the candidates, by the means of
movie watching, more exposed to he real communication context, informed of the basics of
British culture and American culture and therefore more able to enjoy the movies in English. We
Chinese students meet a lot of difficulties in English listening or communicating with
English-Speaking people. Among the reasons, one is the students’ not enough exposure to the real
communication contexts, another is their lack of the necessary background knowledge of British
culture and American culture and corresponding expressions in such cultural cases. The main steps
of the movie watching include: introduction to the background of the movie, explanation of the
key words and sentences in the movie, appreciation of classical actor’s lines, appraisal of the

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Introduction to Translation Studies is a compulsory course for the English majors in the 6
semester. In the course, the lectures focus on an introduction to the now established academic
discipline related to the study of the theory and phenomena of translation and to give a survey of
the most important trends and contributions to translation, including the concept of translation,
history of translation theory, equivalence and equivalent effect, the translation product and process,
functional theories of translation, discourse and register analysis approaches, systems theories,
cultural and ideological turns, the role of the translator, philosophical approaches to translation,
new directions from the new media and research and commentary projects. This course is practical.
The different contemporary models are applied to case studies so that the students can see them in
operation. The research contained in these case studies, together with the “discussion and research
points” sections are designed to encourage further exploration and understanding of translation

issues, which develops the students’ professional competence in their translation after graduation.
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English for science and technology in modern English is a variant of function, applied to the
field of professional technology, when compared to the general English, English for science and
technology has many different characteristics in vocabulary, sentence patterns, ways of expression
and language style. Science and technology English translation is designed to meet the actual
needs of learners, helping them to grasp the technical knowledge of English through translation

training, improve the ability of using English for science and technology.

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Translation of Journalist English is a professional elective practice course designed to be
taken by the third-year English-major students in their sixth semester. This translation practice can
be conducted by groups either in the language lab on campus or in the internship bases outside.
The main contents in this practice include requirements for a qualified journalist translator; study
of the functions of journalist texts, differences of language features between English and Chinese
news reports, and major rules and techniques in translating English journalist texts into Chinese.
Each student is required to translate 3000-word English journalist texts within eight weeks. The
translated versions aught to be qualified to be published on the website of iNews, China Daily
after peer-checking and post-editing. At the end, an internship report is written to describe the
whole procedure with some suggestions for the practice if any.

The objective of the eight-week English-Chinese Journalist translation is to help students
further understand what they have learned in the theoretical courses related to translation and
develop their interests in current global affairs, awareness of their responsibility for China’s
economic construction as well as their ability of using relevant computer technology in their
solving difficulties in journalist translation practice, which is also helpful for their future

translation studies and job hunting.
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Foreign trade develops rapidly today, With China's accession to WTO, Foreign Trade English
Correspondence is a very practical course, the course of cultivating and training the talents of
foreign trade has played an important role. After graduation, students think that this course is one
of the most practical courses; employers often regard the English level of graduates in foreign
trade English correspondence as the important standard of employment. Based on the foreign trade
correspondence commonly used words, phrases, terms, idioms, expressions and language teaching
and practice, students can understand the procedure of import and export business and master
basic knowledge and skills in reading, translating and drafting business correspondence for import
and export, being competent in foreign trade business English letters, contracts, agreements

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Creative Imitation of English Classics is a one- week practice course for the English majors,
arranged in the 6 semester, as a follow — up course of English Literature (1)  (2) in the 5*and
6Msemesters. It aims to develop the student’s competence in imitating classics from English Literature.

In this course, the practice focuses on two things covering the four literary genres, one is the
text imitating which is a written task involving poetry composition, play adaptation, essay writing
and short story production; the other is the non- textual imitation, something of semiotic
transformation, that is, a classic into a film, an opera, a piece of music, a song and even a picture,
which is the representation of a classic in non- textual form.

Drawing on this practice, the students will be equipped with the knowledge of imitation
principles and methods, with the capability for the literary text imitation covering such literary
genres as poetry, play, essay, and short story; In addition, with the training of creative imitation of
English classics, the students are prepared for the thesis writing to get their bachelor’s degrees and

for their professional competence in cross-cultural communication after graduation.
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Students are supposed to grasp the basic principles and methodologies of English teaching
for primary and middle school students and get well known about its features. Through

preparatory courses they have learned, students may have a good command of English and have a

197




good knowledge of English teaching methodoly. The goal of the course is to enable students to

practice the skills they have learned before and put the theoretical designs into reality.
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As one of the basic courses for English department, the American Literature has compiled
and taught as a companion to the British Literature. This course of 16 lectures is an outline of
American literature. It intends to cover the whole range of the literary history of the United States
from early colonial period through the 20" century. The course offer a brief account of the major
authors and their masterworks and of the major literary trends and currents of thought which
dominated the American literary scene at one time or another. The purpose of this course is to
explore the insight of literary works, placing special emphasis on the ability of approach to the
times and inner world of the author and protagonist, and above all, the student should pay close
attention to express the idea in proper language. The student will begin this course with a basic

review of British literature.
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This course aims at skill training offered to the English majors in their third year who have
never been systematically exposed to interpreting practice. Skills include short-term memory,
Note-taking, public speaking, comprehension of source text, figure interpreting, etc. Topics
include education, diplomacy, international trade, environmental protection, cultural exchange,
technology, etc.

With interpreting practice on a variety of topics, the course uses interpreting skills as the
main line, including: short-term memory, Note-taking, liaison interpreting, figure interpreting,
discourse analysis, interpreting and register, interpreter’s qualifications, anticipation, Chinese and

English variations, cross-cultural communication and coping tactics
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As an introduction to linguistic theories and schools, this course is focused on the history of
linguistics, influential theories and schools, and the latest advances within linguistic field. The

major goal of the course is to equip students with the general knowledge on major linguistic
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theories and schools, which may constitute a theoretical foundation for students’ future studies and

careers in linguistic research, teaching and other pertinent realms. The course mainly covers: 1) a

brief history of linguistics; 2) major linguistic theories, such as American Structuralism,

Generative Grammar and Functional Schools; 3) the latest developments in linguistic theories and

applications.
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Students in the course of Selective Reading of English Masterpieces are supposed to make
close reading of brilliant English literature works, analyze their literary characteristics and learn to
appreciate the charm of literature. The texts selected in the course include the depiction of social
life and customs in the English countries, and embody the cognition, value and aesthetic standard
of the English people. Students may acquire the knowledge of history, tradition and society of
these countries by reading the texts. Since the texts selected are not too long, students can learn
the literature factors within a short period of time such as background, point of view, characters,
conflicts, plot, tone, mood, symbolism and theme. It is helpful for them to learn the critical

approaches in literature and appreciate the charm of it by studying these factors.
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Advanced English Skills ---Listening Comprehension is designed for English majors to enhance
their English listening skills, further expand their knowledge and improve their communicative
competence. The course will use multimedia teaching to strengthen students’ practical language
skills and expand their knowledge in culture, politics, economy, science and technology. Through
high-quality motion pictures and TV programs (dramas, news, documentaries, talk shows, speeches,
etc.) from various countries that can reflect the characteristics of the modern English language,
students are expected to improve their English listening skills, understand English conversations in
the real circumstances, follow the gist of the listening, grasp the speaker’s attitude, feelings and true
intentions, and make complete notes about the listening. The new curriculum highlights the
contemporary sense of teaching material and embodies different perspectives and culture. By
simulating real-life settings in class, students are encouraged through various practices to participate

in discussion, make good use of the language and have their logical reasoning trained.
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Advanced English is a selective and practical course for English majors designed to further
developing their comprehensive English skills. It places a stress on reading abilities, particularly
deep comprehension of difficult reading material. This course is supposed to help students to
enrich their cultural background knowledge so as to overcome cultural obstacles in reading,
enlarge the stock of vocabulary and have a good knowledge of words in terms of meaning and

usage, grasp the structure of texts, skillfully employ reading techniques such as making prediction,
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scanning, skimming, inferring word’s meaning in the context, working out the purpose of a
passage and the author’s views and attitudes. In the analysis of reading passages, rhetoric devices
employed on the level of phonetics, semantics and syntax will be discussed and students may be
able to have a deep understanding and a full appreciation. In the meantime, there will be practice
in paraphrasing, translating and writing. As a whole, this course will not only improve students’
language skills, but broaden their vision, help them read critically and enhance their awareness of

cultural discrepancies between east and west.
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This course is designed as a compulsory practice for English majors in the second year. It
aims at helping the students about the following.. First of all the students are expected to know the
about the different modes of thinking between English people and Chinese people. Second ,
students are required to know about the ways in which English essays are developed. Third,
students are expected to know the types of errors in writing and ways of correction. Lastly, the
skills of topic sentence are required in essay writing.

Through simulative interpretation practice, it can improve students' ability of
speaking business English. The task of teaching focus on the careful organization and arrangement
of teaching content and teaching methods, guiding students correctly and freely interpreting

phrases and sentence patterns commonly used in various business situations.
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English Translation of Chinese Publicity Texts is a professional elective practice course
designed to be taken by the fourth-year English-major students in their seventh semester. This
translation practice can be conducted by groups on line or in the internship bases. The main
contents to be translated are focused on Chinese culture, Chinese current affairs and other Chinese
publicity texts such as tourist texts, advertisements, introductions to organizations, enterprises and
institutions. Each student is required to translate 3000-Character publicity texts within eight weeks.
The translated versions aught to be qualified to be published in English media or to be accepted by
the internship organizations after peer-checking and post-editing. At the end, an internship report
is written to describe the whole procedure with some suggestions for the future practice if any.

The objective of the eight-week Chinese-English translation of publicity texts is to help
students further understand what they have learned in the theoretical courses related to translation
and develop their interests and beliefs in Chinese culture, awareness of their responsibility for
China’s economic development as well as their ability of using relevant computer technology in
their solving difficulties in Chinese-English translation practice, which is also helpful for the

students to become more competitive in the job market.
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Thesis Writing is an index of the fulfillment of College education objectives, a reflection of

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College English I is a required basic course for the non-English major undergraduates. It is
composed of intensive reading, extensive reading, listening & speaking, speed reading and online
autonomous learning. The textbooks include New College English Integrated Course 1 (Second
Edition), New College English Reading Course 1 (Second Edition), New Horizon College English

Viewing, Listening & Speaking I (Third Edition) and New Horizon College English Longer Texts
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Reading I (Third Edition). Communicative and interactive teaching methods are mainly adopted.
Intensive readings focus on Text A of each unit, listening & speaking course is more concerned
about students’ practice, and extensive readings encourage students’ self-learning and teachers’
regular checking.

College English I is aimed at developing the students’ basic language skills of listening,
speaking, reading, writing and translating, and cultivating their ability to use English in a
well-rounded way. The students are supposed to meet the following requirements after learning:

1.To acquire a vocabulary of about 2000-2500 words among which 500 should be active
words.

2. To read about 4000-5000 words in an intensive way and 20000-24000 in an extensive way,
and correctly comprehend reading materials with similar degree of difficulty to the texts and grasp
basic reading skills. The reading speed is expected to be 40 words per minute. As for the materials
with new words accounting for less than 3% of the total, the reading speed is supposed to reach 60
words per minute and the accuracy rate over 70%.

3. To understand English classes, and comprehend the listening materials with familiar topics,
few new words and the speech speed of 100 words per minute after listening twice or three times
and the accuracy rate is supposed to be over 70%.

4. To make correct English allocations and sentences based on their vocabulary and grammar
knowledge.

5. To acquire basic class-English and daily-English expressions, and be able to pose questions
and answer teachers’ questions concerning the texts in English.

6. To translate the materials with topic and degree of difficulty similar to the texts. The speed
is expected to be 100 words per hour in English-Chinese translation and 50 Chinese characters per
hour in Chinese-English translation. The translations should correctly convey the main original

meanings without big comprehension or expression errors.

College English II is a common compulsory course for non-English major undergraduates,
which covers intensive reading, listening-speaking practice, extensive reading, speed reading and
online autonomous learning. The textbooks chosen are New College English Integrated Course II
(Second Edition), New College English Reading Course Il (Second Edition), New Horizon College
English Viewing, Listening & Speaking Il (Third Edition) and New Horizon College English
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Longer Texts Reading II (Third Edition). Communicative and interactive teaching methods are
mainly adopted. Intensive reading focuses on Text A in each unit, listening-speaking course
emphasizes students’ practice, and for extensive reading, students’ self-learning and teachers’
regular checking is encouraged.

Students are expected to meet the following requirements after taking this course:

1. To acquire a vocabulary of about 2500-3000 words, including 1000 active words (ie. words
a person uses in his own speech and writing).

2. To understand, at an accuracy rate beyond 70%, simple-structured and familiar-topic
listening material, repeated only once if necessary, spoken at a speed of about 100 words per
minute which hardly involves unfamiliar words.

3. To apply basic reading skills to the proper comprehension of reading material which is
equal in difficulty with the texts in intensive reading course, and read at a speed of 50 words per
minute and an accuracy rate beyond 70%.

4. To raise questions and answer questions concerning the texts in basic classroom English,
with acceptably clear expression and in substantially correct pronunciation and intonation.

5. To combine sentences into a passage based on acquired vocabulary, grammar, function and
notion.

6. To translate material that is similar in topic to and equal in difficulty with the texts in
intensive reading course, at a speed of 150 words per hour in English-Chinese translation and 100
Chinese characters per hour in Chinese-English translation, without major errors in

College English [Il is a required basic course for the non-English major undergraduates. It is
composed of intensive reading, extensive reading, listening & speaking and speed reading. The
textbooks include New College English Integrated Course Il (Second Edition), New College English
Reading Course IlI (Second Edition), New Horizon College English Viewing, Listening & Speaking Il
and New Horizon College English Speed Reading III (Second Edition). 8 periods are allocated to each
unit, with communicative and interactive teaching methods mainly adopted. Intensive readings focus
on Text A of each unit, listening & speaking course is more concerned about students’ practice, and
extensive readings encourage students’ self-learning and teachers’ regular checking.

College English III is aimed at developing the students’ basic language skills of listening,
speaking, reading, writing and translating, and cultivating their ability to use English in a
well-rounded way. The students are supposed to meet the following requirements after learning:

1. To acquire a vocabulary of about 3000-5000 words among which 1500 should be active words.

2. To read about 5500-6500 words in an intensive way and 30000-35000 in an extensive way,
and correctly comprehend reading materials with similar degree of difficulty to the texts and grasp
basic reading skills. The reading speed is expected to be 60 words per minute. As for the materials
with new words accounting for less than 3% of the total, the reading speed is supposed to reach 80
words per minute and the accuracy rate over 70%.

3. To understand English classes, and comprehend the listening materials with familiar topics,
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few new words and the speech speed of 120 words per minute after listening twice or three times
and the accuracy rate is supposed to be over 70%.

4. To make correct English allocations and sentences based on their vocabulary and grammar
knowledge. To acquire basic class-English and daily-English expressions, and be able to pose
questions and answer teachers’ questions concerning the texts in English.

5. To write a short essay for a given topic with 100 words within half an hour by using the
vocabulary, grammar and usage they have grasped. The essays should be proper in diction,
coherent in structure and correct in grammar.

6. To translate the materials with topic and degree of difficulty similar to the texts. The speed
is expected to be 200 words per hour in English-Chinese translation and 150 Chinese characters
per hour in Chinese-English translation. The translations should correctly convey the main

original meanings without big comprehension or expression errors.

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College English IV, an integral part of the College English curriculum, is a required basic
course for non-English majors of undergraduate students in our university. Its main components
include knowledge and practical skills of the English language, intercultural communication and
learning strategies.

There are two instructional tasks and objectives of College English IV. On one hand, it aims
to develop students’ ability to use English in a well-rounded way, namely in listening, speaking,
reading, writing and translation, so that in their future studies and careers as well as social
interactions they will be able to communicate effectively. At the same time, it also aims to enhance
their ability to study independently and improve their general cultural awareness so as to meet the
needs of China’s social development and international exchanges. On the other hand, via training
materials including examination papers of National College English Test Band 4 in recent 5 years
and high-quality mock test papers, it provides students with an intensive Pre-CET4 training
program, in order to cultivate and improve students’ strategies and techniques that they need in the
standardized English proficiency assessments.

In the light of the specific situation of our students, as well as the need of differentiated and
individualized teaching in our university, College English IV requires the majority of students to
meet the basic requirements stipulated in College English Curriculum Requirements, and the
minority who have a relatively higher English proficiency and stronger capacity for learning to

meet the intermediate requirements or even advanced requirements.
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Advanced Spoken English is intended to improve students’ communicative competence upon
students’ fulfillment of one year’s study of General English at college level. Integrating
communicative skills with content, the course targets the students’ critical thinking ability as well.
20 topics are covered concerning various topics of students’ interest, such as life goals, moral
standards, love and friendship, work and family relationship. There are also some challenging
global topics, such as environmental protection, social responsibility and educational equality. The
teaching is students-centered and instructor-facilitated. Students are guided during the whole
process of classroom activities designed to encourage the statement of their opinions. Students are
expected to have the ability and competence to communicate meaningful content upon completion

of the course. Hopefully, they are more willing to communicate with others outside the classroom.
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This course is an exploratory course in the College English curriculum system for
non-English major undergraduates. Based on improvement of students’ English ability, this course
aims to cultivate students’ intercultural communicative awareness and intercultural communicative
competence, enrich their humanistic knowledge, broaden their international vision and improve
their comprehensive quality. The course will be taught from three aspects: basic theory, cultural
retraces and case study. The introduction to intercultural communication theory system makes
students know the necessity and importance of intercultural communication, and the intercultural
communication theory of the subject. The comparison of several typical cultures, such as
American culture and European culture, Chinese culture and Arab culture, etc., makes students
understand the customs, behavior patterns, communication features, use of verbal and nonverbal
language in those cultures, which can arouse their keen interest in different cultures, also with the
study of underlying structure of those cultures. The case study which explores failure and success
of people from different cultures in the process of intercultural communication helps students
construct the real scene in intercultural communication. Finally, the purpose of cultivating
students’ intercultural communication awareness and improving the ability of intercultural

communication will be reached.
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The EAP (English for Academic Purposes) course is designed as an intensive bridging
language course, preparing students who have completed College English courses of band 1-2 for
the transition to English for their major study. It aims to enhance students' competence to employ
the English language in major study and future workplace, empowering students to communicate
effectively in the global academic context and internationalized working environment. The EAP
course adopts the content-language integrated teaching and learning model. Content from general
and specific academic fields will be used to help students develop core academic and specialized
English vocabulary of their major, foster understanding of the key concepts and issues of
academic English and their fields of study. The course also aims to develop learners' academic
listening, speaking, reading and writing skills to attend academic lectures, deliver academic
presentation, read around majors, search information, describe, analyze and discuss general

academic issues.
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Pronunciation plays a vital role in raising the level of listening and speaking. Considering the
poor English pronunciation of college students is the main obstacle to their successful oral
communication with others in English, we offer an elective course on English pronunciation.

Practical English Pronunciation is an elective basic course designed for non-English majors
to take in the 1%t & 2" semester. It introduces in a practical and simple way the knowledge and
skills of pronunciation, including vowels, consonant, liaison, stress, weak form, rhythm and tone.
This course is in the form of the teacher’s lecture together with students’ practice, which
emphasizes the learners’ participation.

The purposes of this course are to effectively improve students’ English pronunciation in a
short period by correcting their mistakes made in the past years, boost their confidence to speak
out in English, and improve their oral English ability. Students are expected to be able to conduct

simple conversations in English and have intelligible and acceptable pronunciation after this

course.

This course is designed as a practical skills for Non-English majors. Practical writing is an
important ability in both exams and daily life. The final goal of English learning is for using it. The
poor ability in writing hampers the ability in oral communication too. Thus writing is plays an
important role in English learning. The quality of English writing needs improving so that they could
meet the requirement from the career world. This course aims to inform the students of the basic
knowledge and skills of communicative writing, especially those in daily work. Through the analysis
of samples, students will be able to get a preliminary knowledge of communicative writing and

gradually foster the ability needed. It lays a solid foundation for advanced writing and future jobs.
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This course is designed for all students except the English majors. Through this course the
students are required to master the following contents: 1) the relationship between words and
culture; 2) the history of English development; 3) factors that influence the meaning and
development of English vocabulary, such as the Latin root, Christian culture, ancient Greek and
Roman culture, social values, cultural differences in daily life, in holidays and media. This course
focuses on the cultural factors that influences the meaning and development of English vocabulary
and the comparison of English culture and Chinese culture. The students are expected to know and
master these cultural factors in order to learn English well. The students’ cross-culture ability and
their efficiency of memorizing the words will be improved. With the help of cultural knowledge of

the English language, the students will be able to communicate more information faster than

otherwise.
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College English Test Band-4, an integral part of the College English curriculum, is a selective
basic course for non-English majors of undergraduate students in our university. It has as its main
components knowledge and practical skills of the English language, intercultural communication
and learning strategies. The instructional tasks and objectives are to develop students’ ability to
use English in a well-rounded way, namely in listening, speaking, reading, writing and translation,
so that in their future studies and careers as well as social interactions they will be able to
communicate effectively, and at the same time enhance their ability to study independently and
improve their general cultural awareness so as to meet the needs of China’s social development
and international exchanges; via training materials including examination papers of National
College English Test Band 4 in the recent 5 years, to provide to students with an intensive
Pre-CET 4 training program, and to cultivate and improve students’ strategies and techniques that
they need in the standardized English proficiency assessments.

Through learning the course, students are expected to meet the following requirements:

1. Listening: Students should be able to follow classroom instructions, everyday
conversations, and lectures on general topics conducted in English. They should be able to
understand English radio and TV programs spoken at a speed of about 130 to 150 words per
minute (wpm), grasping the main ideas and key points. They are expected to be able to employ
basic listening strategies to facilitate comprehension.

2. Speaking: Students should be able to communicate in English in the course of learning, to
conduct discussions on a given theme, and to talk about everyday topics in English. They should
be able to give, after some preparation, short talks on familiar topics with clear articulation and
basically correct pronunciation and intonation. They are expected to be able to use basic
conversational strategies in dialogue.

3. Reading: Students should generally be able to read English texts on general topics at a
speed of 70 wpm. With longer yet less difficult texts, the reading speed should be 100 wpm.
Students should be able to do skimming and scanning. With the help of dictionaries, they should
be able to read textbooks in their areas of specialty, and newspaper and magazine articles on
familiar topics, grasping the main ideas and understanding major facts and relevant details. They
should be able to understand texts of practical styles commonly used in work and daily life. They
are expected to be able to employ effective reading strategies while reading.

4. Writing: Students should be able to complete writing tasks for general purposes, e.g.,
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describing personal experiences, impressions, feelings, or some events, and to undertake practical
writing. They should be able to write within 30 minutes a short composition of no less than 120
words on a general topic, or an outline. The composition should be basically complete in content,
clear in main idea, appropriate in diction and coherent in discourse. Students are expected to be
able to have a command of basic writing strategies.

5. Translation: With the help of dictionaries, students should be able to translate essays on
familiar topics from English into Chinese and vice versa. The speed of translation from English
into Chinese should be about 300 English words per hour whereas the speed of translation from
Chinese into English should be around 250 Chinese characters per hour. The translation should be
basically accurate, free from serious mistakes in comprehension or expression.

6. Recommended Vocabulary: Students should acquire a total of 5,000 words and 700 phrases,
among which 2,000 are active words. Students should not only be able to comprehend the active

words but be proficient in using them when expressing themselves in speaking or writing.
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The Theory and Practice of Translation is an elective course designed to be taken by the
third-year non-English-major students in the fifth semester. There are three main parts in this
course. The first part is the brief introduction to basic translation theories including its definition,
criteria and principles; the second part focuses on the contrasts between the two languages and
cultures; the third part explains translation techniques with some practice, from English to Chinese
and vice versa.

The objective of this course is to develop the non-English majors’ translation interest and
improve their translating skills through studying some basic translation theories and techniques so
as to prepare them for their easy comprehension of professional English studies and independent

translation work in the future.

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College Legal English is a bilingual selective course for undergraduate students of all majors.

That is, in the first part, the characteristics of legal English, including
general legal terms, historical development and the importance of legal English. In the American
legal culture part, the common law and the civil law, court system, jury trial, legal education, legal
profession and legal ethics will be covered. In the American legal system part, we will look at,
from the point of view of American legal system, the constitutional law, contracts, evidence law,
criminal law/criminal procedure law and intellectual property law.

2. Speaking: Students should be able to hold conversations in fairly fluent English. They
should, by and large, be able to express their personal opinions, feelings and views, to state facts
and reasons, and to describe events with clear articulation and basically correct pronunciation and
intonation.

3. Reading: Students should generally be able to read essays on general topics in popular
newspapers and magazines published in English-speaking countries at a speed of 70 to 90 wpm.
With longer texts for fast reading, the reading speed should be 120 wpm. Students should be able
to skim or scan reading materials. When reading summary literature in their areas of specialty,
students should be able to get a correct understanding of the main ideas, major facts and relevant
details.

4. Writing: Students should be able to express, by and large, personal views on general topics,
compose English abstracts for theses in their own specialization, and write short English papers on
topics in their field. They should be able to describe charts and graphs, and to complete within 30
minutes a short composition of no less than 160 words. The composition should be complete in
content, clear in idea, well-organized in presentation and coherent in discourse.

5. Translation: With the help of dictionaries, students should be able to translate on a
selective basis English literature in their field, and to translate texts on familiar topics in popular
newspapers and magazines published in English-speaking countries. The speed of translation from
English into Chinese should be about 350 English words per hour, whereas the speed of
translation from Chinese into English should be around 300 Chinese characters per hour. The
translation should read smoothly, convey the original meaning and be, in the main, free from
mistakes in understanding or expression. Students are expected to be able to use appropriate
translation techniques.

6. Recommended Vocabulary: Students should acquire a total of 6,000 words and 1,200

phrases, among which 2,200 are active words.
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The course American Society and Culture is a post-Band 4 English optional course that is
designed to promote undergraduates' English study by integrating language materials with social
and cultural background knowledge about the English-speaking people and their nations. By
introducing broad topics on U.S. geography, history, politics, culture, economics, education and so
on, students are expected to be immersed into a multitude of multi-media culture-loaded resources
that will facilitate their continuing English learning. Students are also expected to develop greater
flexibilities in dealing with issues concerning cultural differences or ambiguities and enhance their
awareness of the value of understanding cultural differences in successful cross-cultural
communications. The course is divided into six major parts including natural conditions of the
United States, landmarks and prominences in different regions typically represented by the

Northeast, the Southeast, the Midwest, the Southwest and the West; the discovery of the New
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World, the American Indians, the formation of the union and its expansion and development; U.S.
political system and constitution, federalism and government, presidential elections; American
people and cultural diversity, social beliefs and values, American lifestyles and holidays; U.S.
economic structure, major industries and their distribution, prestigious American enterprises and
signature corporate culture; American peoples' perception of education, educational system and its

compulsory and post-secondary education.
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English for science and technology in modern English is a variant of function, applied to the
field of professional technology, when compared to the general English, English for science and
technology has many different characteristics in vocabulary, sentence patterns, ways of expression
and language style. Science and technology English reading is designed to meet the actual needs
of learners, helping them to grasp the technical knowledge of English through reading training,

improve the ability of using English for science and technology.

and talking about the weather, etc. Japanese (1) also features CALL (Computer-Aided
Language Learning). Through audio-video learning resources, students will be able to widen their
horizons and enhance their knowledge of Japanese society, culture, and economy. Upon
successful completion of the Japanese (1), students will be able to build a good foundation in the

basics of the Japanese language.
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University-wide elective course Japanese (2) is a continuation of Japanese (1) . With
emphasis on the training of spoken Japanese, this course focuses on 10 typical daily
communication scenarios, and aims to improve students’ conversational skills through the study of
situational vocabulary, expressions, and idioms. The topics for speaking practice include: talking
about recreation and entertainment, asking about and describing hobbies and interests, asking
about the location of things, describing places, talking about the zodiac, etc. In addition, students
will be able to develop their cultural awareness (knowledge of kabuki, yukata and so on) in
various situations. With the help of CALL (Computer-Aided Language Learning) technology and
through audio-video learning resources, students will be able to further widen their horizons and
enhance their knowledge of Japanese society, culture, and economy. Upon successful completion
of Japanese (2) , students will have built a more solid foundation in Japanese and developed

stronger self-study skills.

At the
same time, students will develop a basic understanding of fundamental German grammar and
vocabulary, The Grammar mainly involves (of German) Nominativ, Akkusativ und Dativ, die
Konjugation der Verben, der Imperativ, Possessivpronomen, Modalverben, Trennbare Verben,
Grundzahlen, Ordnungszahlen, Negation, Prdpositionen mit dem Dativ und dem Akkusativ,
Deklination des Adjektivs nach dem bestimmten Artikel usw. On the basis of that, students are
expected to put their grammar knowledge to flexible use in everyday communication scenarios
Meeting, diet, college life, residence and so on. German (1,2 ) also features CALL
(Computer-Aided Language Learning). Through audio-video learning resources, students will be
able to widen their horizons and enhance their knowledge of Japanese society, culture, and
economy. Upon successful completion of the German (1,2 ), students will be able to build a

good foundation in the basics of the German language.
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College English Curriculum Requirements issued by Education Department of China is a
directing document of college non- major English teaching, in which the basic and intermediate
English learners are both required to understand Special English programs and longer English
radio and TV programs produced in China or abroad on familiar topics, grasping the main ideas,
key points and relevant details. To meet the requirements, the course A Multimedia Approach to
English News is designed where all materials concerned are taken from real TV or radio programs
to ensure the authentic English input both linguistically and culturally. In the learning process,
students are expected to increase their leaning interests, enlarge their international visions and
enhance the ability to search for English information and self-learning.

English News is characterized by wide topics and rich contents. The course attempts to use
topic teaching model with the universal topics selected from the present daily life and a
multimedia approach. The selected topics include such big events as American presidential
election, Olympic bidding, Academy awards and Nobel prizes. They also concern other topics as
economy, finance, environment protection, culture and wars. The inputting of real-life language
listening and viewing and analysis of related cultural contexts are expected to facilitate students’
grasp of related vocabulary, news structure and cultural background so that the teaching purpose

is achieved of understanding the common news by the margin of correctness no less than 70

percent.
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Understanding American Culture via American TV Drama is an elective course focusing on
improving learners’ linguistic skills and expanding their linguistic and cultural knowledge,
therefore it’s an organic constituent of higher education, a beneficial supplement to English basic
compulsory courses. It makes full use of learners’ interest in American TV drama to inspire their
inter-motivation of linguistic study. On the basis of linguistic skills and cultural knowledge
provided by College English for non-English majors and basic courses for English majors, and
through the activities of watching videos, discussion, reading and writing, Understanding

American Culture via American TV Drama provides to learners with more authentic English
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language inputs, and deepens their comprehension and interpretation of American culture.
Meanwhile, in addition to following the educational theories of “Problem-based Second Language
Acquisition”, with emphasis on learner-center, inquiry and exploration, characteristics of our time,
interest and fun, as well as practicability, it tightly integrates the classroom and life world,
knowledge and skills, and English acquisition and cultural critics, in order to further improve
students’ basic linguistic skills, problem-solving ability and critical thinking, to guide students to
analyze and understand American social problems and their cultural roots from the sociological
